Meeting Minutes

Thursday, June 30, 2011
Meeting was called to order at 8:03am by Board President Barry Ormsby. A quorum of the Board was present.

Present were Barry Ormsby, Doug Shelmidine, Greg Lake, Paul Mason, Dan Deon, Martha Aschmann, Tim Timerman, Peggy Murray.   Advisory Agencies present were County Administrator Robert Hagemann III.  Jay Matteson, Jefferson County Agricultural Coordinator and C.E.O. of JCADC.  

New Business:
Barry Ormsby thanked everyone for making the effort to come in for the special Board of Directors Meeting.  President Ormsby indicated the purpose of the meeting was to consider a proposal from our Chief Executive Officer to recommend to the Jefferson County Industrial Development Agency to increase the number of hours worked per week by the Administrative Assistant, Christine McCarthy, to 35 from the 20 hours per week she works now.
The proposal follows:

Beginning on July 4th, 2011 and ending September 30th, 2011, increase the Administrative Assistant’s hours worked per week from 20 to 35 on a temporary basis.  The reimbursement cost to JCIDA from JCADC is

14 weeks X 35hrs/week X $13.27/hr = $6,502 + $390.14 (FICA) + 97.53 (medicare) = $6,989.97. This is an additional cost of $2,996.06 over what we would pay at her standard 20 hours per week.

Doug Shelmidine made the motion to recommend to the Jefferson County Industrial Development Agency consideration of increasing the Administrative Assistants’ hours worked per week from July 4 to September 30 from 20 hours per week to 35 hours per week.  Greg Lake seconded the motion. There was no further discussion and the motion was carried.
With no further business before the Board, Barry Ormsby adjourned the meeting at 8:16
